Appendix to Westlynn COVID-19 safety plan (For operation under restrictions, vide Public Health Order dated Nov 19, 2020 and subsequent revisions)
This document sets out the operation of the church and church building while under temporary restrictions imposed by the above Public Health Order and is in effect from 19 Nov – 8 Jan. This is meant to supplement the COVID-19 safety plan from step 1 at https://westlynnbaptist.com/covid19/
These protocols are in operation on all days (not just Sundays).
Use of the building
As laid out in the order and updated Province-wide restrictions - Province of British Columbia (gov.bc.ca), the building may be opened to people for prayer as individuals or as families.
There will be no in-person gatherings but we are encouraged to meet online. Building use will be limited to those people whose presence is there to specifically support the livestream worship services. This includes pre-recording.
Also allowed within the provisions are the conduct of baptisms, weddings and funerals where the total number of people in any one of the church buildings (we have two: the fellowship hall and sanctuary) is 10.
Our protocols of contact tracing, health checks, mandatory mask wearing anywhere in the church building, social distancing and hand sanitization are listed at https://westlynnbaptist.com/covid19/ (steps 2,4 ,5, 6 and 7). Most of the venue specific protocols can be found in the 10 min video at Step 2 (except we are limited to 10 people involved in the service).

Health Checks & Seat/Space Allocation
1. This is our first and most important line of defence, As an alternative to in-person verbal health checks which are difficult to comprehensively screen a person with, we have opted for on-line health checks where a person does it from home and when he/she has lots of time to honestly answer the questions (taken from the Provincial COVID-19 App).
2. Please brief the people that they are NOT to come to church if they cannot complete (ie fail) the health check or if they are unsure of anything or are feeling generally unwell.
3. Please ensure that all people are registered to come at the time allocated as our building may be used by other groups. If you do arrive early, please remain in your vehicles and do not enter the church building this may cause us to exceed the maximum number of allowed people.
4. Please fill in the seat allocation excel sheet with the full names of the attendees. IF there are shifts, please pre-plan all shifts and submit the list to info@westlynnbaptist.com
5. Please remind all attendees to perform this health check, preferably  from home on the day they plan to attend in person  https://airtable.com/shrkrkcrrAvF5bjyH
6. They should only proceed to church if they can complete the App and instructed to do so by the App. If they are unable to complete the health check, please advise them to stay home.


Signing in and entrance protocols
1. There should be a designated person who will check that everyone who enters the church building (please only use the main entrance) checks in. If they have a mobile phone, they can show you the end screen on their phone.
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2. IF they do not have a mobile, you can sign in for them using the same App (link below) and verbally doing the health check (in case, anyone has not already done it).
3. Completing the signing in procedure forms our record for contact tracing purposes which is required under the Public Health Order. Name and contact will be stored for 30 days and may be given to Public Health when requested under the Public Health Order.
4. The check in procedure involves hand sanitization, wearing a mask and checking in to church by scanning the QR code with the green arrow on the check-in tables or using this form here : https://airtable.com/shrMvvgQucoEo83Tr (you may sign in from your car in the car park)

In church
1. Please follow all the directions as detailed in the protocol videos. Please only use the washroom facilities in the venue that you signed into. Sanctuary - use the disabled washroom just off the foyer and not anywhere else in the building. Fellowship Hall – one use the ones opposite the kitchen.
2. Please wear a mask at all times; in our church, this applies to anyone >5 years old.
3. As the kitchen will be closed, please bring your own water.
4. Receptions are not allowed to be organised under the current restrictions.
5. The only people who are allowed to remove their masks are the people on stage when singing or preaching or speaking on camera. They are positioned >2m from the congregation.
6. Our church allows singing as everyone wears masks at all times in the church and that all other protocols are followed (ie social distancing even on stage).
7. People must be seated in their bubbles and must remain in their seats during the service except to participate in the service on stage.
8. Sanitization of seats and high touch areas must be done between services. The venue must be completely vacated to allow sanitization as well as to ventilate the space.
9. IF anyone is not felling well, they should be isolated immediately and set home to rest or emergency called, if necessary.
Departure
1. Please leave the building when your allocated time is up. Please do not socialize outside the building as we need to be a good witness to our neighbours that we are following the safety guidelines in the Public Health Order. Social gatherings are banned under the current Public Health Order.

3. Or scanning the QR code with Red arrow anywhere on the outsides of the building or at the exits.
4. Please do not return to the building, especially if there is another service on.
